In Saskatoon, these partners include Saskatoon Trade and Skills Centre, Service Canada, Can-Sask
Career and Employment Services, and St. John’s Anglican Cathedral.

“The tourism sector in Saskatchewan has many excellent career opportunities, but there are currently
significant skills shortages in key areas of the sector,” Ms. Carol Lumb, STEC Director, said. “The Ready to
Work program assists us in bringing together the opportunities that tourism employers have to offer with
individuals who are eager to enter the workforce and will develop strong entry-level skills over the course
of the program.”

This program offers practical classroom instruction, hands-on skills training, and on-the-job mentoring to
under-represented groups interested in transitioning from unemployment and/or underemployment to the
tourism workforce. Since its inception in 1994, nearly 40 communities in Saskatchewan and over 2,600
individuals have participated in the RTW program, found long-term rewarding careers, returned to school,
and/or moved from frontline to supervisory positions.
